1. List the distribution and the general features of the members of the genus Arachnis. Describe the habitat and the morphology of Arachnis flos-aeris.
2. What are the common faults of arachnis hybrids? Comment on Aranda.
3. List the distribution and the general features of the members of the genus Rhynchostylis. Describe the habitat and the morphology if Rhynchostylis gegantea.
4. What are the common faults of rhynchostylis hybrids? Comment on Vascostylis.
5. List the distribution and the general features of the members of the genus Vandopsis.
6. What are the common faults of vandopsis hybrids?

7. Suppose you have a plant labeled Aranda Gloria (Arachnis Maggie Oei x Vanda A Pura) on the judging table. It has a short, 5-flowered inflorescence with beautifully presented small, round and full flowers with bright yellow sepals and petals and a flat blue lip. Would you screen it? Why?

8. Suppose you have a plant labeled Rhynchocentrum Sagarik (Rhynchostylis coelestis x Ascocentrum curvifolium) on the judging table. It has a long, 10-flowered inflorescence with very well arranged, 11.4 cm large flowers of rather open shape. Sepals and petals are dark maroon with cream tessellations, the red lip is flat and round. Would you screen it? Why?

9. Suppose you have a plant labeled Vascostylis Bluebird (Ascocenda Yip Sum Wah x Vandachostylis Blue Angel) on the judging table. It has 19 flowers and 6 buds on one inflorescence. Sepals and petals are bluish lavender with darker tessellations, the lip is deep purple, the column is bluish. Would you screen it? Why?
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
